[Who can apply]

* International students whose first language is not English are also welcome.
= Students who have a TOEIC L&R score of 550 or above.

*Students who have misplaced or do not have a TOEIC score (except 15! year students’), or those
students who are confident with their English ability will be accepted. In such cases, a
preliminary Interview will be held with the TOEIC teachers.

[Requirements]

Students must take TOEIC S&W classes which will start on October 3rd (Tue.).

Please take both Speaking and Writing class.
*Please be aware that you cannot take the test if you exceed the maximum number of absences.

[Date of Examination]

December 17" (Sun.) Saiwai-cho campus
*If you cannot take the test on the date listed above, it is possible to reschedule the test providing
you have a good reason. Please note that Examination dates are only possible within this year.
[Capacity]
35 students (First come first served)

* Priority will be given to students who have never taken this exam.
+ Students who have taken the exam in the past or who apply after the limit of
35 students has been reached will be placed on a waiting list.
* In the event that a student cancels or drops out of the course, you will be
moved up to the waiting list and will be able to participate in the preparation
course and also take the test. In such cases, students will be contacted by
e-mail to confirm their intentions.
